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The requirements and execution thereof shall be in addition to and not in derogation of other purchase order requirements.  
1. Responsibility for Conforming Product

Initial acceptance of the product or service by Aerotech Solutions, Inc. in no way diminishes or relieves the supplier from their responsibility to produce acceptable products or services for which they were contracted, or for any liabilities resulting from the failure to meet purchase order requirements.

Suppliers ensure that they are capable to perform the contracted processes and have adequate resources necessary to perform the work whenever they accept an Aerotech Solutions, Inc. purchase order.

2. Compliance with Requirements

All work performed for Aerotech Solutions, Inc. shall be in full compliance with all applicable federal, state, and local government environmental, health, and safety laws and regulations. 
Supplier shall maintain applicable environmental permits and licenses during the conduct of work performed for Aerotech Solutions, Inc.

Supplier personnel performing work for Aerotech Solutions, Inc. shall be trained and otherwise qualified and competent to perform work assigned to them that has actual or potential environmental impacts, and shall retain applicable records. 

Supplier shall indemnify and hold Aerotech Solutions, Inc. harmless to the full extent of any loss, damage, or expense, including lost profit, attorney’s fees and court costs, that relates to environmental damages, property damage, and/or personnel injury, including injury to remediation personnel, and all related liabilities and associated costs relating to or arising from the Supplier's performance under Aerotech Solutions, Inc. purchase orders.

Supplier shall dispose of all hazardous material resulting from the work being performed to Aerotech Solutions, Inc. orders in accordance with applicable laws and regulations.   

Supplier is encouraged to establish a recycling program for cardboard, wood, plastic, scrap metal, and paper waste.

3. Quality and Environmental Management System
Supplier shall establish a quality management system compliant to national/international quality standards such as ISO 9001, AS9100/9120, or equivalent.
Aerotech Solutions, Inc. encourages its suppliers to certify to or comply with ISO 14001. 

4. Revision Control

Drawing, specification, technical data, and reference document revisions in effect at time of order placement apply, unless otherwise specified on this purchase order. 

5. Inspection and Testing

All inspections and tests as required by the applicable drawing and specifications must be performed prior to shipment.

6. Control of Nonconforming Product

The requirements for how nonconformance are controlled, including the identification, evaluation, segregation (whenever practical), disposition, and the notification of all applicable parties is documented.

7. Notification of Nonconforming Outputs
The supplier shall notify Aerotech Solutions, Inc. of nonconforming processes, products, or services and obtain approval for their disposition.

The notification shall be in writing within 48 hours upon identification of any actual or possible nonconformance or deviation from requirements of applicable specification, drawings, samples, or descriptions and proposed action to be taken.
8. Right of Access

The supplier shall allow the right of access by Aerotech Solutions, Inc., its customers, and regulatory authorities to the applicable areas of facilities and to applicable documented information (e.g., documents, records), at any level of the supply chain.

9. Flow Down of Requirements

The Supplier shall flow down to external providers applicable requirements including customer requirements.

10. Notification of Changes 

The supplier shall notify Aerotech Solutions, Inc. of changes to processes, products, or services, including changes of external providers (suppliers) or location of manufacture, and obtain Aerotech Solutions Inc.'s approval.

11. Traceability

Lot traceability is required for the products on this purchase order. Supplier shall assign a unique lot/control number to the production lot provided that is traceable to all raw materials, and processing and testing results. Commingled lots will be rejected. 

12. Certificate of Conformance

Supplier shall provide a certificate of conformance with each shipment, which states that the product supplied meets all drawing, specification, and purchase order requirements. The certificate of conformance shall reflect the part number(s) listed on Aerotech Solutions, Inc. purchase order, the production lot numbers, and shall be signed by an authorized supplier representative of the manufacturer. Distributor shall provide the manufacturer’s certificate of conformance as described above in addition to its own certificate of conformance. 
Upon request, the supplier shall provide test reports or authorized release certificate, as applicable.

13. Handling, Preservation and Packing

Supplier shall ensure that the products supplied are protected from damage during production, inspection, packing, and shipping operations. Products found to be damaged upon receipt shall be subject to rejection. 

14. Record Retention

All records required under the terms of this purchase order shall be stored, protected, and controlled to ensure that they remain identifiable, legible, and useful and to be retained for a minimum of 10 years from the date of shipment, unless otherwise specified in the purchase order. At the expiration of such period, Aerotech Solutions, Inc. reserves the right to request delivery of such records. In the event Aerotech Solutions, Inc. chooses to exercise this right, the supplier shall promptly deliver such records to Aerotech Solutions, Inc. at no additional cost on media agreed to by both parties.
15. Archive and disposition of Records Related to Aerotech Solutions, Inc. Orders

Hardcopy records may be archived, recycled, trashed, or shredded as determined appropriate by the Supplier's Quality department head and/or management, based on the confidentiality of the record.

Confidential records shall be shredded then trashed or recycled. Records not determined to be confidential may be trashed or recycled. 

Electronic records shall be deleted or archived as determined appropriate by the supplier's Quality department head and/or management.

16. Mercury and Mercury Compounds

Supplier shall ensure that the product supplied did not come into contact with mercury or mercury compounds during manufacturing or subsequent processing.
17. Ozone Depleting Substances

Supplier shall ensure that ozone-depleting substances were not used during the manufacturing or processing of the product supplied on this purchase order. 

18. Domestic Manufacture

Unless otherwise specified in this purchase order, the products supplied must have been manufactured in the United States of America. 

19. Shipping Tolerance 
The quantity tolerance for this purchase order is ± 0%. Any deviation from this tolerance must be approved by Aerotech Solutions, Inc. prior to shipment. 

20. Single Lot
Each line item on this purchase order must be provided from a single manufacturer’s lot. Exceptions must be approved by Aerotech Solutions, Inc. prior to shipment. Receipt of multiple lots may be cause for rejection.
21. Age Control

Product supplied is subject to age control. The manufacturing/cure date and expiration dates shall be specified on the cert of conformance. Unless otherwise specified in the Aerotech Solutions, Inc. purchase order, 90% of the product’s shelf life shall be remaining at time of receipt.

22. Full Certifications

In addition to the manufacturer’s certification specified in H above, the supplier shall provide raw material certifications, special processing certifications (e.g., heat treat, plating, NDT) and test reports for all of the tests required by the drawing and procurement specification.

23. First Article Inspection

A first article or first piece inspection report is required with shipment to Aerotech Solutions, Inc. The report shall reflect all drawing dimensions, test results, raw material chemical and physical test reports and special process certifications. AS9102 can be used for guidance and first article preparation. 

24. Directed Source

This purchase order requires product to be produced by a specific manufacturer. Supplying another manufacturer’s product shall be cause for rejection.

25. Aerotech Solutions, Inc. Source Inspection

Product in this order is subject to inspection and acceptance by Aerotech Solutions, Inc. prior to shipment from your facility. Please notify Aerotech Solutions, Inc. 48 hours prior to the product being ready for inspection.

26. Government Source Inspection

Government inspection is required prior to shipment from your facility. Upon receipt of this order, promptly notify the Government representative who normally services your facility so that appropriate planning for Government inspection can be accomplished.

27. Customer provisions

Customer specific special provisions apply to this purchase order. These provisions are defined in the purchase order attachment.
28. Use of Customer-Designated or Approved External Providers (Suppliers)

The supplier shall use customer-designated or approved external providers, including process sources (e.g. special processes) when specified on the purchase order or associated documentation.

29. Obsolescence 

Obsolescence – Supplier shall be aware and proactively monitor all items and material used in the manufacture of Aerotech Solutions, Inc. orders for impending obsolescence issues. If obsolescence issues are identified, the supplier shall provide immediate notification to Aerotech Solutions, Inc. buyer and impacted personnel, describing the obsolete item, reason for obsolescence, estimated date the product will no longer be available, and any proposed alternatives. Timely notification is imperative to allow sufficient time to identify alternates for the affected parts, and perform any necessary certifications, which may involve regulatory agencies.

The Supplier shall procure or will maintain, during the performance of Aerotech Solutions, Inc.'s orders, sufficient components and materials necessary to perform the orders, including obtaining commitments from its suppliers required to meet all requirements. 

The Supplier shall flow down and manage this requirement with its suppliers to ensure they can meet the Supplier’s obligations. 

The Supplier agrees to provide Aerotech Solutions, Inc. adequate notice that components and material necessary to supply additional new-order quantities can be purchased through the Supplier by placing on order within 90 days of receiving said notice. 

30. Control of Counterfeit or Suspect Product
Supplier shall establish a program to eliminate the risk of introducing both counterfeit product and material. This includes:

· Identification, mitigation, detection, and avoidance techniques, and reporting of suspect or confirmed counterfeit parts, assemblies, and/or materials;

· Training for the detection and prevention of counterfeit parts.

For guidance, the supplier may refer to:

· AS5553 – Counterfeit Electrical, Electronic, and Electromechanical (EEE) Parts; Avoidance, Detection, Mitigation, and Disposition;

· AS6174 – Counterfeit Material; Assuring Acquisition of Authentic and Conforming Material.

31. Prevention of Unapproved and Suspected Unapproved Parts

Supplier shall plan, implement, and control a process appropriate to its organization and the product that identifies and prevents the release of unapproved and suspected unapproved parts. 

NOTE: Suspected unapproved parts prevention processes should consider: 

· training of appropriate persons in the awareness and identification of suspected unapproved parts; 

· requirements for assuring traceability of parts and components to an authorized source; 

· inspection processes to detect suspected unapproved parts; 

· monitoring of suspected unapproved parts reporting from external sources; 

· quarantine and reporting of suspected unapproved parts in accordance with applicable requirements from the competent authority or Aerotech Solutions, Inc., as required.

32. Control of Foreign Object Debris (FOD)
Supplier shall establish a program for the prevention, detection, and removal of foreign objects.

33. Employee Awareness and Training 
Suppliers shall ensure that their employees are aware of:

· their contribution to product or service conformity; 

· their contribution to product safety; 

· the importance of ethical behavior.
34. Code of Conduct
Commensurate with the size and nature of its business, Supplier shall establish management systems, tools and processes in place that (a) ensure compliance with applicable laws, regulations and the requirements set forth in this Code; (b) promote an awareness of and commitment to ethical business practices, including, without limitation, the expectations set forth in its Code of Conduct; (c) facilitate the timely discovery, investigation, disclosure (to customers, suppliers, and others, as appropriate) and implementation of corrective actions for violations of law, regulations or the expectations set forth in its Code of Conduct; and (d) provide training to its employees on compliance requirements, including the expectations set forth in its Code of Conduct.

Supplier shall flow down its Code of Conduct to its suppliers and business partners.

Supplier shall permit Aerotech Solutions, Inc. and/or its representatives to assess the supplier's compliance in performing work for Aerotech Solutions, Inc., including on-site inspection of facilities and review of associated books, records and other documentation. Supplier shall also provide Aerotech Solutions, Inc. upon request with additional information and certifications evidencing compliance. Supplier shall ensure that Aerotech Solutions, Inc. has the right to assess its business partners’ compliance with the expectations set forth in Aerotech Solutions, Inc.'s Code of Conduct in performing work for Aerotech Solutions, Inc., including on-site inspection of facilities and review of associated books, records and other documentation. Supplier shall ensure that its business partners will provide Aerotech Solutions, Inc. upon request with additional information and certifications evidencing compliance.

In the event of any wrongdoing, supplier shall fully cooperate with any related investigation conducted by Aerotech Solutions, Inc. Supplier shall ensure that its business partners also fully cooperate if such investigation involves their performance. Supplier (and its business partners) shall correct any nonconformances identified during assessments. 

Aerotech Solutions, Inc. does not assume any duty to monitor or ensure compliance with its Code of Conduct, and suppliers shall acknowledge and agree that they are solely responsible for full compliance with their Code of Conduct by their directors, officers, employees, representatives, and business partners.
Specialty Metals

If the seller is supplying specialty metals as part of the order then contractor must follow the requirements of DFARS 252-225-7014 Preference for Domestic Specialty Metals. Specialty metals are defined as: 

Steel:

Containing more than 0.25% if any of the following elements: aluminum, chromium, cobalt, molybdenum, nickel, titanium, tungsten, or vanadium.

Metal Alloys consisting of nickel, iron-nickel, and cobalt base alloys containing a total of other alloying metals (except iron) in excess of 10%.

Prohibited Materials and Conflict Minerals
Supplier hereby represents and warrants that all products delivered by Supplier shall be in compliance with Directive 2011/65/EU (or latest revision) of the European Parliament and of the Council on the restriction of the use of certain hazardous substances (“RoHS”). Supplier shall provide a statement certifying compliance with RoHS with each shipment. 

Supplier hereby represents and warrants that all products delivered by Supplier shall be in compliance with Regulation (EC) No 1907/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 18 December 2006 (as may be amended or updated from time to time) concerning the Registration, Evaluation, Authorization and Restriction of Chemicals (“REACH”). Supplier shall provide a statement certifying compliance with REACH with each shipment. 

Pursuant to Section 1502 of the United States Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and Consumer Protection Act of 2010 and the rules and regulations of the SEC thereunder (“Dodd-Frank”), Supplier hereby represents and warrants that no Conflict Minerals, including columbite-tantalite (coltan), cassiterite, gold, wolframite, and their derivatives (which derivatives are currently limited to tantalum, tin, and tungsten) will be contained in or necessary to the functionality or production of any of the products or materials delivered by Supplier. Supplier or Manufacturer shall be able to provide Declaration or Certification of Compliance upon request.

35. Toxic Substances
All materials which are volatile, toxic or emit fumes which are harmful to human health shall be properly contained in accordance with the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA) and applicable health and safety requirements. The containers will be plainly marked as to contents with appropriate warnings, precautions, instructions and storage conditions.

36. Electrostatic Discharge (ESD)

Supplier shall protect sensitive electronic devices against Electrostatic Discharge (ESD) damage during all phases of its processes in accordance with ANSI/ESD S20.20 latest revision.

Materials considered ESD sensitive per MIL-STD-1686 shall be packaged/shipped in accordance with Aerotech Solutions, Inc. requirements. In the absence of these requirements, packing shall meet or exceed MIL-B-81705/ MIL PRF 81705. Labeling, per MIL-STD-129, for intermediate and external packages is required. Alternate labeling symbol, JEDEC RS-471 / ANSI-EIA 471, may be used on packages/cartons.

37. Government Contracts

Any purchase order noting a US Government Contract number and associated Priority Rating shall be executed in accordance with the Defense Priority and Allocation System Program.

38. Special Restrictions

ITAR technical data and documentation supplied as part of the purchase order that fall under the definitions of the U.S. International Traffic in Arms regulations (ITAR) and is subject to the Export Control Laws of the U.S. government. Transfer of the technical data by any means to a foreign person, foreign entity or otherwise restricted entity or individual whether in the United States or abroad, without a prior export license or other approval from the U.S. Department of State, is prohibited.

39. Anti-Human Trafficking and Slavery 

Supplier shall support and maintain the highest standards of ethical conduct and respect for human rights and assist in the elimination of human trafficking and slavery, including from the supply chain at all tiers as set forth in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and applicable federal and state regulations and requirements. 

Government contracts are governed by the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 52.222-50 on Combating Trafficking in Persons. Supplier shall comply with and flow down the FAR 52.222-50 requirement to all covered suppliers, subcontractors, and agents. 
Aerotech Solutions, Inc.  may require its suppliers to provide certifications of compliance with respect to their plans regarding anti-human trafficking and slavery where required.

40. California Proposition 65 

Supplier shall comply with the Safe Drinking Water and Toxic Enforcement Act (Proposition 65) and protect the State of California's drinking water sources from being contaminated with chemicals known to cause cancer, birth defects, or other reproductive harm. 
Supplier shall inform and provide warnings to Californians about significant exposures to such chemicals, which can be in purchased products or released into the environment.
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
